Our Commitment

· Set responsible standards of safety for all persons to follow at all times

All volunteers have received training in accordance with the Yugambeh Museum Occupational Health and Safety Induction, which fulfils all legislative requirements of the Workplace Health & Safety Act and Regulations.

All activities and work practises are subject to a process of hazard identification and risk management. However participants in The Drumley Walk Program have an obligation to avoid injury to themselves and others whilst participating in the Program.

Participant’s Obligation
As a participant, children must:

· Obey all safety instructions given by The Drumley Walk co-ordinators, volunteers and staff

· Follow all safety signage

· Not engage in any unsafe or unauthorised activities that might endanger the health and safety of themselves, any other person or surroundings to the environment on The Drumley Walk including “horseplay” and other reckless behaviour

· Not deliberately damage, disable or deface and equipment, signage or device

	Motor Vehicle Incident
	Minor to Serious
	Ensure children are seated & seat belted. Ensure vehicle complies with safety standards and driver has appropriate & current qualifications.

	Travel sickness
	Minor
	First aid kit contains sick bags, water & wet wipes. Bus has facilities for fresh air. Mobile phones carried to notify accompanying vehicles of stoppage. Determine travel sickness prior to departure.

	Sunburn/ Heat Stress/Dehydration
	Sunburn/ heat stress/dehydration due to overexposure to the sun and long distances of walking
	Minor to medium (due to season and camp geographical location)
	Sunscreen, hats and sunsmart clothing worn. Programmed activities take into account the amount of time spent in the sun each day. Rehydration through out participation in walking by sustaining regular water in take
	First aid officer

	Cold Weather
	Exposure to low temperatures leading to illness
	Medium
	Determine weather prior to camp, advise participants of clothing and bedding requirements with consideration of forecast in mind.

	General illness/allergies
	Various factors influencing illness/ nausea/ allergic reaction
	Low
	Determine allergies prior to departure and advise camp staff of dietary requirements. Eliminate/ separate allergens.

	Emergencies
	Various emergency situations
	Low
	Staff will handle all major emergencies, keep children grouped together and wait for further instruction.

	Abduction
	Child being taken by stranger
	Low
	Children trained in stranger danger and what to do in an emergency. Staff supervision ratio of 1:8 present at all times. Staff sleeping within 30 metres of all children’s tents.

	Lost Child
	Child separated from group
	Low
	Designated meeting place if a group/ individual gets separated. Implement buddy system for all activities. Roll call performed 3 times daily. Safety talk provided at beginning of camp. While hiking, one staff and front, one staff at back and all children in a group walk between these two staff.

	Bad Weather
	Slipping while hurrying or traversing uneven terrain.
	Medium
	All children wear enclosed footwear designed for outdoor use. No running rule enforced.
	All staff and volunteers

	Electrical Storm/ Rainfall
	Activity substitution due to weather restricting the safety of activities.
	Medium
	Parents advised prior to camp that activities are subject to change. Substitute activities will endeavour to provide the same amount of amusement as programmed activities.

	Various Injuries
	Various random injuries due to cuts, sprains, splinters etc.
	Low
	Two first aid kits are to be taken on camp and kept in each section of accommodation. Travel first aid kit taken on hike and outdoor activities. All Marshalls are trained in first aid and an Ambulance officer will be at each walk station on the walk.

	Activity in water
	Drowning in lake/ river.
	High
	Assess individual water skills and monitor high risk children. Staff ratio 1:5 when participating in water activities. Safety gear provided where accessible.

	Injury During Activities
	Possible injury due to rough play and uneven terrain in paddocks or on walking tracks.
	Medium
	All activities supervised by trained staff. Staff to advise children of safety precautions for each activity.
	Drumley walk Marshall, Coordinator

	Access to non-guest areas
	Children going through staff only doors and accessing machinery or staff facilities
	Low
	Staff only areas well signed, hazardous areas are locked. Ensure children understand the importance of staying out of unauthorised areas and rules are enforced. Appropriate staff supervision provided throughout the duration of the camp. Do not enter unauthorised areas.
